So what makes the market green? 

Its the way we built it......

Its the way we operate it......

Supercharged- A windmill and solar panels harvest 
electricity from the forces of  nature.

Made in the shade  - We extended the roof  with 
awnings and are growing a green wall to keep us cool 
naturally. Skylights let in just enough light to see, but 
not enough to bake! In the restrooms, electric lighting is 
kept to a minimum, with sensors that turn off  the lights 
when no one is inside.

Cooled by the earth - A geothermal air condition-
ing system uses the natural temperature of  the earth to 
cool the enclosed market spaces like the restrooms and 
kitchen.

Yuuum! - A “snackable” landscape is irrigated by 
rainwater and fertilized by our home made compost- our 
treat to both footed and feathered friends.

Soak it in – This parking lot has roots! Trenches and 
tunnels with perforated piping help storm water soak into 
the ground instead of  running off  into the bay. Water 
from our hand washing sinks is treated biologically by our 
grey water garden instead going to the city plant.

Who needs drinking water to flush toilets?  
We’re capturing rainwater and flushing with it instead. 
Low flow toilets and waterless urinals insure we only use 
what’s absolutely needed to do the job.

Keeping score - We’ll track our energy and water 
use as well as energy production and water collection to 
chart our progress and keep a clear focus on our 
conservation goals

Nature’s recycling! Our composting bin recycles 
organic materials into free fertilizer for our gardens.

We’re keeping it clean with natural cleaners and a 
green housekeeping policy.
We’re going all the way with LEED! The 

Windmill Market is not only applying for LEED NC 
certification for green design and construction, but also 
LEED EB-OM certification, for green operations and 
maintenance. We hope to be the first building to 
achieve that distinction in the state!

Sharing the story- we want the Windmill Market 
to be an educational destination for students, home-
owners, anyone who wants to learn more about going 
green.

We’re not ashamed to have a “past” - The 
market is made out of  lots of  materials with a “past life.” See 
how many re-purposed and recycled materials you can 
identify.
